ADMONISHING THE SINNER: Do not judge, but be supportive in helping others find their way and
correct their mistakes. Together we can learn to walk more closely with Christ.

COMFORTING THE SORROWFUL: Lend a listening ear to those going through a tough time; make a
home cooked meal for a friend going through a hard time.

FORGIVING INJURIES: Let go of grudges; participate i.1

BEARING ARMS PATIENTLY: Do not be bitter about wrongs done against you. Place your hope in
God so that you can endure the troubles of this world and face them with a compassionate
spirit.

PRAYING FOR THE LIVING AND THE DEAD: Prayer is one of the most powerful ways we can support
others. Joining together in prayer for the living and the dead entrusts us all into God's care;
Keep your own book of prayer intentions, writing down the names of those who you are keeping
in your prayers.

PRAYER

Feast of the Purification of the Lord ¢
Tuesday, February 2

Forty days after Christmas, we celebrate the Feast of the
Presentation of the Lord at the Temple. The event is
described in the Gospel of Luke (Luke 2:22-40).
According to the gospel, Mary and Joseph took the baby
Jesus to the Temple in Jerusalem forty days after his
birth to complete Mary's ritual purification after
childbirth, and to perform the redemption of the
firstborn, in obedience to the Law of Moses. Luke
explicitly says that Joseph and Mary take the option
provided for poor people (those who could not afford a
lamb), sacrificing "a pair of turtledoves, or two young
pigeons." The practice of blessing candles on that day is
rooted in the life of Jesus. Forty days after his birth,
Jesus was blessed by the priest in the temple (Luke 2: 22-
40). The candles represent Jesus as the true light to the
nations and honor his sacrifice for us. The blessed
beeswax candles are used throughout the year and
special candles are blessed and used on the feast day of
St. Blaise, for the blessing of throats. (Throats will be
blessed on February 3, the feast of St. Blaise, and at the
weekend liturgies, February 6-7).

We invite you to participate in Mass on February 2 (8:30
AM and 12:10 PM) and to bring a candle from your
home to be blessed at the beginning of Mass then lit
throughout the year as a reminder of the light of Christ
which burns in our hearts and homes.

THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
First Reading: Nehemiah 8:2-43, 5-6, 8-10
Ezra gathered the people and read to them from the book of
the Law of God. He interpreted the law clearly, so that
everyone understood what he had read. He then told them to
go and rejoice in the Lord.
Second Reading: | Corinthians 12:12-30
Paul explains that a body is composed of many different parts,
and that each part has its' own purpose and is important. He
compares this to the Church, describing how we are one body
composed of many members. All members should show
concern for each other and understand that we are all vital to
the body as a whole.
Gospel: Luke 1:1-4, 4:14-21
Luke discusses his decision to write about the events he and
the other disciples had witnessed. He begins by telling of Jesus
reading a passage from the book of Isaiah, where the anointed
one is portrayed. Jesus finished by telling the people that they
had seen that passage fulfilled in their hearing.
